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The Transnational European and East Asian Culture and History
(TEACH) Program is a degree program based on a completely new
concept for graduate students in the masters program of the Gradu-
ate School of Humanities and Social Sciences. The program is
jointly administered by the University of Tsukuba in Japan. the
University of Bonn in Germany and Korea University in South
Korea. This is a dual degree program. In addition to the university
where the student is enrolled (home school), he or she will receive a
masters degree from one of the participating universities (first host
school). The program accepts up to 6 students from each university
(total of 18) for one grade.

TEACH students take classes at their home school during the first
semester immediately after entering the program, and the
subsequent three semesters are spent traveling among the three
universities, as shown in the schedule below, so that each semester
students of the three universities will meet in one venue and take
classes on the same campus.Students enrolled in TEACH conduct
their research in a period of two years, and receive two masters
degrees (dual degree) upon graduation.

TEACH Educational Objective

TEACH aims to equip students with a high level of language skills
and the ability to negotiate across cultures. Students will have the
ability to consider their own culture in a relative manner and view it
critically. The program seeks to foster students with broad knowl-
edge and the ability to penetrate issues with deep insight and then
communicate that insight. TEACH does not train so-called interna-
tional people who merely have the ability to speak English. nor does
it train specialists on South Korea or experts on Germany or an
authority on Japanese affairs. What the TEACH program aims for is
to have students become European specialists who know Asia well
or Asian specialists who are well acquainted with Europe. After
obtaining their degree, such “Asia and Europe relations specialists™
are expected to play an active role in each country’s politics,
economics and other areas as well as media or the international
divisions of corporations. Of course, they may also aim to be
researchers by advancing to a doctoral program.

Curriculum

The TEACH core curriculum is comprised of 90 ECTS (equivalent
to 27 credits at the University of Tsukuba and Korea University)
based on the European Credit Transfer System. All TEACH students
are required to complete the courses provided by TEACH so that
they may acquire 10ECTS from each of the three universities
respectively, as shown on the next page.

Each semester, three subjects are planned, “Regional
Integration”, “Cultural Comparison™ and “International Relations™.
While researching and discussing collectively, participants experience
practical training and independent research. At the end of each semester,
students submit a “joint research study”™ in a foreign language.
